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     It takes more than a village to put on a Trail Trial.

Sunday morning before she and 
Craig took out the judges Tara flagged the beginning 
and end and filled in spaces on the trail.

They were well 
prepared for judging the Invitational.

Darrell and Terry 
Willahan were on the original Trail Trial committee 
and helped write the rulebook, (as well as judge and 
keep track of points.
